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Summary
I explored archival documents about Ottavio Farnese’s patronage of music in Parma and 

described a basic framework of his patronage, namely the personnel of his musical household 
and his recruitment strategy. Ottavio was the second duke of Parma and Piacenza (reigned: 
1550/56-86). He actively promoted music at his court, although modern scholars paid little 
attention to his patronage. This book will serve as a basic database of Ottavio’s music and, 
hopefully, as a basis of further research.
